CDC FOOTBALL POLICY ON TEAM REQUESTS AND PLAYING “UP”

When you register your son for CDC Football, please note that we cannot honor any “special requests” for teams, coaches, practice nights, or playing with other specific players.  Such special requests will not be considered.  The only exception is a request for brothers to play on the same team.  

Players are assigned to teams by grade in CDC Football.  Players are not permitted to play “up” or “down” a grade.  You should register your son for the grade that he will be in for the 2008-09 school year.  No exceptions will be made to this policy except if: a) a brother moves up one grade to play with another brother; or  b) the Grade Level commissioner determines that a player would pose a health or safety risk to himself or other players, unless he plays “up” or “down” a grade.  No player will play “up” without the written permission of the Grade Level commissioner where he should be playing, the Grade Level commissioner where he wants to move up, and the General Commissioner of CDC Football.
